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This Park is:

• OPEN DAWN TO DUSK

• A city Conservation District, with legal restrictions 
   on activities that damage fragile open spaces.

• 45 acres of semi-wild woodlands, ponds, and 
   meadows.

• Part of a regional wildlife corridor along the Seekonk
   and Blackstone rivers and Narragansett Bay.  

• Home to many birds, animals, and insects, and
   a stopover for migrating birds.

• Rich in history. This landscape formed 20,000 
   years ago when glaciers melted. Native American 
   communities lived here for at least 13,000 years. 
   It sits within the traditional lands of the Narragansett
   Tribe. Providence founder Roger Williams paddled by 
   in 1636 as he arrived. It was part of Moses Brown’s
   farm in the 1700s and 1800s. Blackstone Park was
   officially created in 1866.
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
